And it is parily because of this Ut | will dis-
cuss the topic of today which. although 1t does not
necessarily pertain to the expression of lile on Venus,
is pertinent and vital for your understanding and
peace of mind in the Juture generations of mankind
upon the earth plane, Qur lopic today will deal with
spacecrall and the historical background ol the earth
with regard to interplanetary traved.

When your scientists ouched off the first atom
bomb. i had an immediate and Far-reaching effecl
iinto many of the astral worlds and in some of the

carth. Aboul live plancils including Venus were tUn-
mediately startled and pravely concerned with what



might be the misuse of atomic power. Clarion, an-
olher planel not generally Known Lo the earlh people,
was another one so concerned; lHkewise Mars. Eros
also was alerted amd was swung (o an orbit which
would bring il in close conjunction with the carih.
These planets all sent out spacecrall or used other
means Lo explore the earth to find out all possible
ramilications which might be involved in these atom-
I explosions

‘The people of the carth, during the [ollowing yvears,
were remendously excited by the appearance and
strange behavior of these various types ol crafl. One
type in particular which you call flving saucers has
caused the greatest consterpation and conjecture,
particularly Lo the earth scientist. He is al a loss Lo
explain the sudden appearance and disappearance ol
these crall. Also he is Nabbergasted with the lremen-
dous speeds which they can atrain and which he can
only track on his radar screen, He 5 dlso bewildered
by thelr appearance ol belng at a white-hot heat or
cooling Lo & dull cherry red. To interject a little mys-
lery here. let me say there is no heat produced in the
use af these eralt. Bul first [ must digress 1o explain
lo you some of the historical background which 1s
necessary (o understand your present situation

Aboul 300,000 vears ago, the people of Mars were
commuting regularly to the earth v spacecraff. They
had established & colony on the southern edge of
what is now called the Gobil desert at the foothills
af the Himalavan mountains. They were however set
upon from Lime to Lime by savage bands of nalive
earthmen who roamed about the carth al that thme.
In the last of these lorays, a larde group of Martians
barely escaped with thelr lives into the nearby hills
where they remained hidden and lost 10 their coun-
trvinen who finally abandoned the ides of coloniza-

tion on the earth. They were a peace ioving people
and although they had weapons at their disposal that
would have annililaled these savage earthmen, vet
they refused to use theny and so the carth swung i
its arbil, unatlended for several hundred thousand
years until the coming of the Lemurians Irom the
planel Lemuria which is about 700 lght vears (fig-
ured in our planetary system of light measurement)
away [rom our solar system. You may wonder how
these men (raversed (his vasl distance withoul con-
suming the best part ol thelr lives. Tt was {through the
principle of change of frequency relationship which
enabled the spacecraft to travel through inner space
al speeds approximately len times that of your known
speed of light [ 156,000 miles per second), Therelore
the distance from Lemuria to our solar system could
be traversed in a very small lraction of the time
which you might assume would normally be neces-
sary; in other words. about 5 or 6 years. During this

Journey the Ship was Nown and contralled by a robol
calculator. The eleven who occupied the ship remain-

ed in a state of suspended animation. something like
a cataleptic hypnotic irance.

It was about 160,000 years ago in your earth time
that Lhe greal spacecrall crashed on the Gobl desert
very close towhere the Martians formerly lived.
Inside were these eleven men on this eraft which bad
come: as you have been told. from a planel much
cioser to the central voriex of the material vnmiverse
and our own solar system: This was the planet
Lemuria, aboul three limes the size of the earth and
warmed by the rays of a4 huge, brilliant, copper-col-
ored sun to which il was fairly close The people of
tliis planet are, compared (o your earth people. ot a
very large and 1all stature. They are also advanced m
their spiritual evolutlon toa point which is aboul ane-



half way between the scientific plane of Mars and the
spiritual plane of Venus.

We had long been ip telepathic communication
with these people and it had been their first attempt
with spacecrafll al such vast distances which had
ended so disastrously on earth. It had nol been their
desire 1o land on earth but rather on Venus. but they
had been deflected from their irue course by the
strong magnetic field of a huge sun they passed on
iheir journey here.

You are all somewhal amilinr with the story of Muo
or Lemuria on your earth: and how the science of
these cleven Masters or Supermen was handed down
through the ages so that it became a vital science of
that civilization you call Atlantea. Tt was the people of
Atlantea who still used spacecrafl and were, through
the knowledge and use of the principle I have ex-
plained 1o you. able 1o float silently through the air in
weightless eraft which they propelled by using force
beams or energy beams., using as their source of en-
ergy the magnetic fluxes which surround Lhe earth.

Near the close ol this civilization there was a greal
deal of corruption which began to enter into a here-
tofore very wonderiul way of life and which was
something like the Ulopia which Lhe philosophers are
wortl 1o falk about. Tt was ar this time that an Avatar
who was living on Venus, made a pilgrimage 10 Allan-
tea and there, after proving his Mastership by placing
the Mame of life upon a erystal-clear gquartz block
which he materialized from energy, he ruled for the
space of 428 days, during which time he wrote a book
about Hle and placed il bepeath (he Dame. 10 was his
warning when he left that nothing should be taken
[rom or added 1o 1his book or else Atlantea would
perish. Your histery will lell you the sad tale. Some-
tire after the disappearance of the Avatar, whom vou

call Christ, a group of Atlantean men, women and chil-
dren. wishing o preserve their way of lile. escaped in
a spacecralt to Mars, It was the deseendents of these
people who were contacted by your earthman named
Fry®.as well as numerous olhers, | am bringing you
this story so thal | can show you how these crafl or
Nying saucers work and which will also polnl out to
your earth scientists the underlving principles which
they are now hopelessly rying to duplicate. The inip
the earthman ook in this flying sancer was quile
real; however, it did not take place in the dimension
or realm with which he is familiar,

This saucer Is guided by a mother ship which is a
cigar-shaped erafl which usually hovers motionless
out in space at ahout 10,000 miles distance from the
surface. The erall is pilotless and is Hown by a beam
ol energy which projects like an invisible searchliglit
[rom the mother ship. This beam is hollow like
a tube.in the center of which the saucer alwayvs
remains, The outer shell of this tube-like heam 1s
a composite form of innumerable wave shapes or
intelligences, which have been taken from a source
coming from the Fountainhead and through proces-
ses which are known (o them as well as o0 ourselves.
these energles are so direcied that they can change
the relationship of the atomic structures which vom-
pose the metals of the ship and thus render it welght-
less.as il does nol now in Lhis condition, reside in
the spectra of atomic fréquencies which are subject
to the gravitational pull ol the planel carth.

This gravitational field, by the way, is merely a
highly charged field of [oree which has as its origin a
condition caused by friction between the outer shell
of the earth and the inner **mollen core. Now as |
have told you. contrary 1o generil beliell there is no
heat involved in the glowing appearance of a Tiving



gsaucer. This |s caused simply by reflection and re-
fraction siumilar to that principle which causes a
ralnbow. In other words, as the basie frequency rela-
lionships of the atoms composing the meials are
changed these aloms will, in asswming their place in
molecular structures. reproduce such reflection or
refraction from various light sources, such as sun-
light. daylight or moonlight. The sudden stopping and
starting of these strange crall 1s now likewise more
easily understood.

[T you have watched Lhe pencil-llke beam al a
searchiight piereing the sky at mght, you will see its
extreme tip move al a tremendous rate of speed
across Lhe sky and yel. if vou are standing by the
searchlight, you would se¢ thal it moves very slowly
and bhul a few Inches at a time, This (s exactly how
these saucers are operated. They are flown up and
down, over and around and in any direction the
operator chooses by simply moving the searchlight
heam projectar. As T have explalned. this beam is a
hollow lube of energy and by the sinple law of ad-
heslve energy the saucer could not get ouf of this
beam.

Now | see that your bodies are beginning lo lire,
although | know your minds are eager for more infor-
mation. On my next visit | will give information which
Is mare pertinent to life on Venus, [ have hrought you
the topic ol discussion today for several obvions
reasons. Inasmuch as all of the underlying principles,
as well as the muolivaling (actors are all inlerwoven.
they are ol concern to all races or groups of people
who are in a more advanced state of evolution than
the earth peoples. | might add one thing more belore
I leave as | have heard you question the validity of
Aying saucer contacts or of other such similar ap-
pearances ol spacecrafl o seemingly ohscure people.

These are primarily somewhalt in the nature of tesi-
ings or psychological experiments and have been
meant in a mild way to shock the earth-peaple from
their ruts of materialistie complacency. You are right
about one thing however. We, or any ather advanced
race, do not and would nol seriously affect your own
chosen way of life. It is the Infinite Wisdom of the God
who ereated you in your finile way, thal you must find
your way back to the Fountainhead by developing
your own spiritual evolution, And so uniil such future
time T will awadll your convenience,

It is 4 wondrously con-
celved and properly constiluied place of life lor
people in your particular phase of development: and
while your history reveals that there have been some
good rycles and some not so good, yet with all it can
lre s:id thal you are admirably situated in o world
which was conceived as a battleground and testing
place between your emotions and carnal desires and
as an acinal sarting place in your spiritual evolution.

M course | am making an exception of the many
greal old souls who have reincarnated from time (o
Litree into vour way of life; and by the substance and
sirength of their wisdom have acied as a leavening
ageni which was a vital and necessary factor in main-
taining the continuity of life in the lower orders of
development (n which they were working, Perhaps al
somme later time | will give you some more pertinent
facts which will relaie to the fulure history of vouar

planet for nol only Is vour pasl history well-Known
Lo us here on Venus, bul your Muture has dlso been
written

In going (o Lhe planet Venus | will ask one thing of
you; that you musi remember that while you may sce
some Lhings which may in some way remind you ol
yvaur more famillar planet, vei as | have explained,
there is nothing similar or comparable to whal vou
call weight or mass: All things on Venus do have
welght and solidity but only to those who have
evolved into this plane and are properly constituted
so thal the elemental subsiructure of thelr minds and
bodies is in ¢lose relationship with the elements
around them, which is of course. exactly the same
relationship which your minds and bodies bear
toward the elemental structures of the earth plane,
the difference belng, Il you will pardon my being
fepetitious, in Lthe relationship of thal hackneved
word "dimension”. [ do not like this word as Il has
a confinmmg sound and relates to such limitations as
measurements or is suggestive of limited. confined
spaces. However, | must speak in your language and
in such a way as vou will best understand me.

Mow that we are on common ground we shall ap-
proach the Planet Venus and begin what 1 hope will
be a profitable as well as enlightening venture, as has
been done many times belore. We will use as our
vehicle our asiral body and with our mind Hymly
ensconced wiithin s comforting closeneéss, we will see
whal happens Bul lo. | have hardly spoken before we
are there, at least to our first stopping point, which
is somewhat ouiside the asiral shell of the planet; or
as your astronomers call a stinllar one around the
earthy; the jonosphere. This astral shell around Venus
differs somewhat from that of the earth planel. How-
ever, such differences are nol SO Important as (o wil-



rant a further discussion. We will instead, merely say
thal its lunetion |s somewhat similar to that of the
earth and thal it 1s a protective shield against some
of the dangerous radiations which come from various
sources in ouler space, Your asironomers. in IDDkII'I_F:',
at this planét. see only vague masses of cloud-like
substances which seem at all times to be a complete
envelope, Actually no earthman has seen the surface
of the planet through a telescope or with any other
device he may use in conjunciion with these optical
Instruments.

| would like to point oul that there are many earth
people who have visited the planel on astral Nights
and have returned to earth with different and varying
versions of their experiences. This is very easily ex-
platned as they see everything in direct proportion
Lo their particular stage of spiritual evolulion. Many
peaple could take a trip around the carth and while
they may all see the same sighls, no fwo people can
describe these things in the same way nor do they
see them in the same way. This factor is much more
manifest in their astral Mighls Lo Venus and in sce-
ing what they do. Inasmuch as the factors relating
to coneeplion are of a much more spiriinal nature
Their thonght patierns and philosophies In their
earth life have preconditioned them so that they
mentally select, as 1l were, such facets of percepllon
as are campatible to these thought patterns.

However, | believe that through the channel of your
mind, we here on the planet Venus, can express and
describe to the earth people a somewhat broader and
more scientilically factual concept of what we actual-
Iy have here. There are, unfortunately, very few clear
channels and even much thal has been given has
been wasted on the desert sands of the minds of the
average earthman. 1t was hinted previously regarding

the appearance of Venus that as 11 appeared 1o be
cloaked in cloudy masses. the earth astronomers nat-
rally drew the conclusion thal Veuus was & wet or
watery place and that any life on this planet would
therefore have Lo be agueous in nature This is only
partialty true. While there are clouds in the atmos-
phere of Venus, they are not wet, damp, vaporous
masses bhut the moisture which is needed o support
the luxuriant growth of vegetation. | can assure you
that the planel is anything bul agueous,

In explaining the vaporous cloud mass appearance
let us refer back 1o our original coneept and that is
—the relationship of elemental substances. They are
due to the difference in relalionship of atomic struc-
fures which compose the planet’s atmosphere and ihe
difference of frequency vibration rates,

This. of course. therefore makes [hese structures
invisible to the earthman in what he conceives o
be around the planct, He has simply jumped (o the
wrong conclusion that because he may see this en-
velope as a cloudy mass, thal he may be able Lo oblain
some refractory analysis This miay lead him luriher
astray In his diagnosis for he has seen nothing more
than thal which is contained in our extra heavy thick
lonosphere and the very deep atmospheric envelope
which. af course. surrounds the cntire planct,

Venus has no axis Inclnation as has your earth.
therefore there are no scasonal changes. It is roughly
one-third larger than the earth and s also much clo-
ser to the sun, | will not give you the ligures an our
Venusidn measurcments as we have small use lor
such things, bul if you wish to satisly vour curiosity,
any of your encyvelopedias will give vou this lnforma.
lion., We hiere on Venus have an cntirely different con-
cept of time and space and soch concepts as are usad
by the earth astronomers are samewhal reminiscend



of the days when we, as children on a stmillar plan-
el playved with imud pies. Gelling down lurther inlo
the atmosphere of our planet, we will begin to sec
muany strange and (af least to your eyes) wonderful
sights. The surlace of Lhis planel encompasses many
and highly diversilied geological formations. There
are many vast mountain ranges. greal lakes, rivers
and oceans. You may think at {irst that this reminds
you of your own planet; yel there are many differ-
ENCES,

The alr itsell does nol seem (o be as heavy bul i
gives you a wonderful feeling of exhilaration, This is
due partly to the fact that Venus has a much more
nghly charged magnetic lield, This, in combination
with other [actors. creates a gas somewhal similar to
oxone which you may remember having smelled after
a thunderstorm. There are other diff¢rences which
relate lo weather conditions and the lack of your
maore lamiliar seasonal changes, due to the difference
in the intensity of the magnetic structure of the atmos-
phere and Lhe ionosphere.

All such weather factors are much less violent
lhan on vour earih. Also we musl remember that all
elemental structures surrounding this planel are
miuach closer in their linkage or velatianship to the
Foundalnhead: and, shall we say, more intelligent and
less abistreperous. There are none of the cald winters
or suowy regions on Lhis planet. Neither are there the
vast arid desert regions or the steaming hot jungles.
Adl i all, the planet is a much more well behayved
vessel of life; partially. as 1 have said, becausc of a
more highly evolved structural density and parilally
beeanse we here on this planet know how Lo conltrol
weather condlilons.

The Avatar Christ calmed the raging seas and caus-
ed the winds (o eease their howling and then boldly

walked upon the face of the now calmy water. May |
say humbly that we here on Venus alse know ol these
things. Another thing which you will nolice is the bri-
descent, glowing beauty; also the vegetation itsell may
display a riotous beauty of color and contrasi, the
seas and walers have a radian| opalescent heauty,
and the very mountains seem (0 be composed of the
essence of mother-ol-pearl. All over. and about and
around all of this. there are hanging multitudes al
rainbow-hued auras. Dewdrops shoot torth radiant
shafts aof light which are far more brilliant than any
you have ever before witnessed.

You may see g countless number of strange and
lantastically hued birds and huge buiterflies whose
wings seem to be imcrusted with a million jewels Yo
may taste the waters of some tumbling stream and
lind them sweel beyond all previous tasle experi-
ences, Or you may come upon ang of the many cities
which seem to hang half-suspended belween earth
and sky, which may remind vou somewhat ol Lhe
pictures in some childhood fairy book of the fairy
castle on top ol a high hill, Yes, my friends. Venus is
a wonderiul, beautiful place and a rich reward which
may be well earned through the many thousands ol
reincarnations and carth lives,

On my next visit we will seek out one of these fairy
castle-like cities and we shall enter in and meel some
al those who have earned and richly deserve this
reward, and yel even as it musl always be so, our
respective planes ol life are so widely separated thal
we musk return to our respeclive positions. bul we
will meet again soon

CHAPTER 6

The Non-Atomic Nature of Life

Although only a few hours have passed sinee my
last vislt. condilions are so praopiticus that It was
decmed advantageous that | again make contact. |
hope that you will pardon my Intruston in your datly
earth life routine,

So we will resume our little trip where it was lefl
ofl the previous evening, Now we are agaln back on
the surface of Venus and we find ourselves standing
in & beautiful forest glade and although it is quite
lamiliar lo me. | see in your mind that you are almost
overwhelmed with the beauty. For the benefil of vour
carth brothers, let us sit down upon this grassy bank
beside a pool so that [ may not only explain more
fully these things aboul you. but that 1 may also clear
up some af the salient points which | see are not
fuite lransparent,

As you look aboul vou, vou see many lall Lrees
which streich hundreds of lfeel into the air, and the
overhanging branches seem 1o reach oul and form a
canopy which delicately laces the radlant solar energy
thal comes from the greatl golden orb which shines
above: and while il is the same sun which shines on
your earth it has here guite a different appearance,
not so small and white or extremely brilliant. but i
is large and of a soft golden yellow color which can be
casily looked ino.

As vou have been lold. the sun = nol as commaonly
supposed, a mass of disintegrating alomic energy
which is dissipating itsell at white hot heat, but is
Instead a radiant energy projector which converts
energy and refleets its light and oither associated
energy fluxes into what you term your three dimen-
sional world. This energy source Is. ol course, the
Fountainhead.

Due Lo the difference in atomic constituents and
frequency vibration in the atmosphere and asiral
shell of Venus. the sun.is therefore able 1o (ransmit
or refleel a somewhal differenl [requency spectra
upon Venus lower orders of the miore actinic ravs
being properly filered out. as these rays are merely
byproducts in frequency transmission from (he radi-
dnil source or sum.

[ see (hat vou are looking aboul you sud gazing
wilh wonder and awe at the display ol the many
strange and different species of plant, bird and msect
life.

Ower there is an orchid-like planl which Lhrives
on air and which has a blossom so large you could
easily lie down in i, Floating upon the surface of the
lake. you see another agueous plant growing before
you. exactly similar 1o the one you call the lotus which
was brought to your carth by one of your Holy Men
who had made an astral fght 1o this planet and had
actually lived here al one time. However, it is impos-
sible at this thme 1o describe all of these many and
wonderful flowers and trees and the busy insect and
bird life which lives and flourishes among them. Let
it be sald however, and you'll agree with me on look-
ing about vou, that it exeeeds beyond the wildes!
reach of the inagination. what an earthman might be
capable of envisioning,

Many earth people have, in moments of psvelnoe



lransmission or experience, caughl a glimpse of this
tairyland you see aboutl you and thought they were in
Heaven and while this is partially true I comparison
Lo your earth planel, yet we here on Venus are still in
a comparatively low state of evolution and we are
now able 1o see that stretching far ahead of us there
are various and mnumerable realms or planes which
far exceed our Venusian planet not only in beauty but
in # spiritual way of life in which the people of those
places live.

As | have told yvou previously, some of the more
spirttually advanced peoples of the earth have had
contacts or flights to Venus, several of whom are
living in your day and age. However. they have all
returned with different and diverse reports as 1o
whatl they have scen on this plancl. As | have said.
this s of course due to the extent of their spiritual
perceplion. You may liken the planet Venus in certain
ways lo your earth world. As vou know there are
countless expressions and wayvs of life upon yvour
planet. There are the savages in the jungle. as yvou call
them, and there are the Orientals; there are numer-
pus separatlons which you call nations. each main-
talning a distinct and separate way of life which is
characterized by differences of clothing, speech, forms
of povernment and so on.

In all your previous accounts of the planet Venus
vou may have been given the Impresslon that there
was only one race or lvpe of people living here. This
is entirely erroneous. There are many kinds of people
lving on this planet. the difference being. however, in
the stage of their spiritual evolution or position in the
spectra of requency vibration nto which they have
avlomatically gravitated. It is sontewhat like the keys
upon the piane which are divided into groups and
octaves. Your earihiman divides these (requency vibra-

tions into relative planes of consclousness as physi-
cal appurtenances. It is different on Venus. inasmuch
as the physical does nol exisl in your generally con-
ceived idea of material or physical. Therefore. such
divisions as planes or strata reside lna spiritual eon-
cept.

When a discarnate enfily evolves through time un-

Therefore. there are mental as well as geo--
graphical separations. On Venus this is samewhal
different. We might liken them to the differences or
levels in one of your skyscrapers: and while all of
the people here remain In harmonious relationship
with each other as they are vitally interested in each
other's welfare, they of course know, as individuals,
their proper place in the scale of their evolution on
this planel.

Because you liave not yel been completely sepa-
raled [rom vour physical body and have therefore not
advanced in your perceptions. you will have to re-
main content and satisfied with seeing the dimension
or plane upon which L in my plane and those who
are like me. are living.

Looking a4t Susan more ¢losely, vou will sce she
is apparently without life. Of course, she does nol
breatht because she needs no-air in her astral lorm.
You will notice also the gravish pallor-like color which
makes her appear as i she were almost carved from
stone. On carth Susan was whal you might call an
ardinary sophisticated. worldly woman. She had a
business carcer: she smoked and atlended cockiail
parties and did numerous other things which are
associated with the life one might normally find in a
large city.

She did not have time. however. for periods of
meditation. And il she attended chureh, il was only on
special occasions such as at Easter time where she
might show off some new linery: and while in church
an those occasions. she was nol Hstening to the
words of inspiration nor were her eyves used other
that in peering about the church to see whai the
other females were wearing, 30 the day came Tor
Susan when she must leave her familiar carth life
and the tiveried chaulfeurs and penthouses, furs and
lewelry. While she did not willingly do so. her hour
struck ard she was forced to beave her body belind
Perhaps it was one ol the physical conditions like
cancer which caused Susan (o leave her body; bul
whatever the cause. one (hing is surc: Susan was nol
ready for her journey into a new world. a world which
wis enlirely nofamilicr and strange, a waorld o which
none of her earth things seemed 1o give her securily
and comfort.

While there Is nothing wrong perhaps with the way



Susan lived on Lthe earth. except thail she devoted (oo
much of her thme and concenlrated Loo much of her
attention on the superfluous and often unnecessary
appurienances of a highly exploiled way of lile. be-
cause she devoted so much of her time and concen-
trated so much of her energies inlo the acquisilion of
thase superfluiiies there was no time lelt to prepare
{or the [uture.

When a small green caterpillar crawls under a leaf
and spins himscll inlo a cocoon, It is because the
small still voice tells him fo do so. And during the
long winter months, he will hang in a suspended state
until the warm rays ol the spring sunshine; then he
will burst aside his little prison and will emerge a
full-fledged, beautiful butterfly, Like caterpillars and
all other creeping, flying, crawling things on your
carth-plane. Susan loo had a small, still voice bui
perhaps she loved more the sound of ice tinkling in a
champagne glass. or perhaps the rustle ol a new silk
dress was much more musical in her cars: and so
her time came and she was not prepared.

Al this iz done. however, with o anach mmore highly
advanced mental and spiritonal pereeprion. Aciaally
he s learning, through these countless evolilions, the
ultirmale way of life: Gradoally he owill Tose the then

ght associations which were boen in the lower, more
phyvsical lile which made it neceszary, according to
his concepl. o express himsell in physical ways. In
fls more advanced., spiritual evolulion. he will [orm
new thaught patterns which assoclale him maore
sirongly with the infinjle spiritual nature which
comes from the Fountainhead: and these expressions
do nol associale themselves with a physical form
such as moving the arms and legs. or with specch or
sight, or hearing. Instead, his mind will be accupled
i expressing itsell in a more universal natare

While he does not necd clothing in the generally
accepied way, he could, il he S0 desired. gquickly con-
struct any such clothing by dirceeting energy through
his mind. His universal sense of perception will sup-
plant that of the five senses of his physical earth life.

for vourself which is Iimited and finite. Inothe al-
stract, such limitation does nol exisl. as concept can
perceive all Lhings instantaneously. OF course, lel me
say here. only (rod is the absolute abstract: and as far
as' 1 know, nong of us have achieved such perfection

Gettlng back to the child and his relalionzhip to
you, you must as L say, remember that heis a prod-
el in a spivitual way of many incarnations and that
he could have arrived in vour home rom some other
dimension 10 which the present faciors are entlrely
unrelated.

The many sciecnce fiction magazines that have heco
published and the many stories conlained (herein
may seeimn fanlastic as they are entirely unrelated Lo
vour world: and while they were all coneeived as lic-
tion, yvou may be surprisced (o learn how factoal many
of therm are, All in all, they may be said to be an ont-
ward symplom of the inward sell—al man's desive 1o
frec himsell from the abscssive strocture of material
life, T ol nor mean o infer that vour childl who has
come to you through this process of evolution has
bieen some Tish, or rog, or some many-haorned mon
ster which is oflen depicted in some of these stories;
bul only thal man always assumes 2 relative form of
body which will nction best in the cnviromment o

which he lives. On your earth. there hias been a coases
less struggle in mankind to orient himseli into a phil-
osophy of life which would adequalely separate the
true spiritual faciors of spirttnal evolution {from the
seemingly scienlilically supported lactors of malerial
evaluilon.

Man's physical body is only the product of phys-
ical evolution which was conceived in Infinite Mind as
avehicle inwhich he could best function on your
planet; but il must be in no wise misconstrued or
mixed with the spiritoal concept. The anly factors
of relationships which exist are the preconceijved
associatlons which are born oul of the cxpericnce
of physweal life upon some material planeat

This discourse, | hope, will begin vour spiritual
evalution leward vour ultimate goal. For the one ol-
jective which evelves from your whole or couniless
evalulions resolves itself ln a personal sirugele of
cach individual to retnrn W the Fountainhead which
has created and concelved him: and thus, In his prop-
er relationship, man becomes an infinitely activated
participant in the Universal Creation.

Yes, these are people (rom the earth, They are ihe
paychic bodles. the astral psyvchic selves of real-life
carth people whose physical bodies are at Lhis very
moment in their respeetive homes, sound asleep.

These people are. at the mament. as you see them
before you, being taughl some of the more spirttual
ways of life. In fact. many of the things which you
have been shown, and which we have discussed, are
being flrmly lmplanted. In 4 few hours they will re-
turn Lo Lheir respeclive bodics: and in the morning
Iy where they have been during the nighttimes, 1 may
say. however that in the following days of Lheir carth

Sir Isaac Newlon often sal for hours while his
mind was in a far-off place, being taught the higher
principles of calculus: and when he returned (o his
consciousness, he would proceed 1o rush madly 1o
write it all down. Thomas Edison had a cot in his
laboratory where, al almost hourly intervals, he wouldd
lic down lor a short nap: and in such slecp state
watlld aseend into some far-ofl classrocm or labrora-

fory where e would ind the next step or the solu-
Lo Lo & new jnvention.

As [ have said, 1 could cite numerous examples:
bt il you are carious, you can consull the autobiog-
raphics of great men and women who have |eft some-
thing to posterity for thelr fellovwmen. They alwavs
have some particular wav of sleep or meditalion for
auch astral flights into such domains either here on
Venus or on the counrless places ol learming in some
of the other hivher asiral plancs which were most
suitable dor their purpose. You will always find in a
close serutiny of the lives of any truly great persons
fhat all have found, In their own way, the key to thair
personal communion. Some may say that they are
insplred purely from the Cosmic God. and this is
guile trae: for the ITnfinile God within you is always
the causation for your best and noblest acts. Such
personal relationship with God is always responsible
for the greatest cxpressions. the most unselfish acts.

The other factor In individuallzing a child's educa-
tional program is only crudely recognized by lelling
the child wander around the classroom, swishing his
hands in paint or pinching a piece of modeling ¢lay
into some shapeless focrm, T s theoriged thal a child
should seek oul. in such a free expression. his Luient
lalenls. However only an old sowl in a child's hody

could (hus individualize his own sirongest personal--

lzed tralts. With the average child these traits are too
submerged and interwoven with lesser traits which.
when campiled togecher Trom such oulside stiomouli
as curiosity in his new world, will often canse a child
tar seck out some rather strange and unrelated or
even aborlive expressions, No serous attempr s real-
Iy made Lo direct his life expression or a vocalional
ruldance until he reaches the last few years of his cd-
ucation, By thal time he will have lormed very strong
and very definite thought patlerns aod philosophics,
Under sucl conditions he has noo (e proper e

spective to relate himsel! to his (rue purpose. He will
often wander the woarld and his eyes 511 with the do-
bious glamour of fame and casy money which he
thinks could e his theough some field of endeavor
Lo which he is enlirely nnsuiled.

He guite often goes through life [n the pursuance
of these false objectives and Thus comes o the end of
his days unsuccessiul. bitter and frustrated. In escap-
ing his physical body, he may after several reincarna-
tions. [ind himsell entering one of the greatl college-
eSO universities in one of the more highly evalved
asiral plancts, There he will complete his educalion
and his specialized (raining which will later on per-
mit him to again appedr on Lhe carth and o his rue
expression. He thus becomes the great artist or poet
or scientist, And in bringing teoa full conclusion his
rightful expression. he will have dissipated the heavy
lzad of Karma.

It 15 easy Lo see thal a more logical course to pur-
sue would be one in which the educational factors
were included in each child's life which would enable
him (0o at least start, il noc fully hecome whatever il
was that his Cosmic Mind had conceived him lo be. It
waould only be necessary to make an accuraie diagno-
sigs of cach child's potentialities and then institation-
alize him through his educational period in what he
was best adapted (o do.

Tn poing through oy
previous ransmissions, | hoave Tound that while [ have
covered many subjects. | have nol yvel discussed gov-
crnment and leadership of the nations of the world
And while we here in this city of Azure o nol relate
ourselves in our service o you in this capaciiy. vet i
way decmed essential that this very inporiant topic
should be discussed.

Throughout the ancienl and modern civilizations
which have existed onvaour planet and 1hese have
been many and varied. yel in o broad sense they have
all had many common basic elements anc Navws. The

theory of government is based on a natural desire ol

the many communities, slales and peoples existing as
a nation ta factually integrate their many diversificd
ways ol life into a harmonious cormbination with a
peaceful expression of thelr life as best suits their
neccls. [am speaking of course, of such [orms of gov-
eroment as vou call democratle, sociallstic: or com-
munistic. In the laller Torimn. | soo ot refering o thad
greaf counlry across the sea which calls liscll com-
imunistic bul which is really (olalitarian, [ am relerr-
g Lo the pure and basic concem of government by
the people.

Even in the past, history shows thal while some
governments were ruled by monarchs or emperors,

Lhey oo existed as a byproduct of the people’s will,
Because the nations and peoples of vour world as
well as of ather similar planets, have not conceived a
way of life motivated by the divinity of concepl which
s contained 1 the (rolden Rule. restricting nmcasures
areonccessarily imposed by Lhe proper functions of
law bodies to properly enforee such restrictions. The
peoples of your earth planet have notl ver devised a
perfect form of dovernment nor will they do so until
spivitnal arders of concept are entered nio. Many of
vour political leaders are motivated and sustained by
high moral standards. However. due to the reactlon-
arv way of life of most of the people, the leaders 100
musl participate i such reactionary potlclas.

This is one more example of the many kinds af
treacdmills the earth peaple gel themselves into by
dealing only with the materialistic side of [heir lives.
They have not yvet learned of 8 united and concerled
spivitnal effort ol 1hought and action which would
guickly dissipste the fear of war and political unrest

We here on Venus do nol sanction the use of the
Lable of peace where Lthe nations of the world are
aszsembled as a place for strife and bickering. We clo
nol condone the holding of the goill, which is plock-
ed from the dove of peace In your right hand while
your el hand passes oul the implements of war: nor
is any nalion less guilty, While vou are thus employed
in seheming and devising wags 10 ase your ideas and
vour philosophics of life in vour peace treatics, vour
armles are shooting ctown the soldlers of another
army which is likewise cmployed in scheming and
contriving to force anaother ldea of peace into your
way af life,

Such llacious atlitndes of peace have bred new
and innumerable wars, Killed millions of peoples and
decimated many nations, Thousands of such (reatics



have been written and even as they were signed. the
SIFNErs Were coniriving new ageressions in their
minds. You have, in the last years—and | am speal-
ing lo lhe nations of lhe world —capped a fearlul
climax onto the greatesl catastrophe which has ever
happened in the history of your carth planct. Alter
vears of besual, bloody war.a new and rerrible mis-
use of God's power was exploded into the world. Ina
few clayvs, about ane and one-half million souls were
blasied rom the carth or rendered helpless. while
millions more were left homeless and in fear and
trembling by this awiul thing.

Moy st all e people of tee world wallk this path
af fear. You know not the day or hour when vour
world will lepple down upon vou, And even now you
are in fear and tremhbling from the awful atomic wea-
pons.vet vou are devising new and more Llerrible
ones, Surely this mad and awiu! race leads but 1o
nne place: oblivion.

I the leaders ol the nations could see (hese
things they would soon converl alomic deviees inle
more useful puirposes or gquickly render 1hem use-
less.

We in o position, wackinge with all ather spivinaal
planes. are doing our utnmost Lo influence your lead

ers Inta more constructlve efforts at making lasting
peace, As of loday and this hour. there is a glimm-
ering hope. The leaders of your America and of the
greal nalions across the sea have been making a
united and conceried effort 1o make this peace lact-
al.

It is obvious.with a moment’s thought. thal T could
devole a whole volume to each instinet, 1ois these
instincts which often. in a perverted relationship,
cause mankind his greales| sorrows; likewise, in g
normal relationship, his most jovous and vseful ex-
pressions. Many species of plant, inscel and animal
life exhibit strong and normal relationships wih
these subconscious moetivaling [aelors.

The will to live and the desire 10 procreale are Lthe
basle elements which make life possible for all living
things Lo survive and muliply. The tiny ant or the
honey bee are Famillar to yvou all: likewise are the
sauirrels. They and many olther creatures spend
many hoars in carefully storing a food supply sgains
the time when there is no natural sonrce. However,
these crealures seldom, if ever. dic of coudilions such
as heart fatlure. stomach wlecrs, hardentng of the
arterics and other diseases which man inflicis upon
himself in his perverted anxiely and {ear [or his se
curity. While these bwo instinets are distinel and sep-

arate. ver they are closely interwoven and are alwavs
found in close relationship. 11 is these perverted in-
suncts by which man has ereated lor himsell a tread-
mill-like existence. Do vou remember the piciures of
Lhe ancienl readmills where a poor slave was [oreed
to mrount an endless chain of steps? This chain of
sleps was so gearcd that by its movemaent it would
arind corn or pump water. Often the slave was forced
I activale this machine until he dropped. deadd.

in your modern civilizalion this same condilion
literally exists for untold millions of people. The greai
masses of lhe population have created a highly com-
petitive way of life and so each man goes about trying
tewrest [rom his [ellowman the necessilies of life, He
has found it necessary to contrive new and more cun-
ning ways Lo bring these necessities 10 him, 50 will
ecach passing hour more and more cleverly contrived
ways are brought into existence 1o further exploit his
fellowmuen, Nearly all carih people have some vaguae
nolicon that their material possessions and wealth are
their seeurily, Many persons lhus aequire a perveried
relationship and thus it Is they may amass huge for-
tunes which. of course, do them no good at all. While
they are reveling in thelr false sense ol power and sc-
carily, Lhey are also stricken with the pangs of Inner
conscicnee.

It is the still small voice that points the fnger of
guill, And so they scek to placate themselves by giving
away portions of their superfluoeuns wealth to varions
charities or fsundations, or they may at the time of
separatlon endow almost all of this wealth lo such
purposes and. while this is & good and noble thing in
itselfl vet alwavs does this type of donor seck, in his
false sense of security 1o perpetuate himsell forever
in the minds of his countrymen for with each gifl
goes his name which is flrmly atlached. He erects



huge buildings which are called by his name or he
may create monuments of stone with his image en-
graved thereon. thinking that he will thus Tec] more
sccure. IE is quite olywious that mankind needs a new
and stronger spiritual concepl (o supplant this use-
less unintelligent waste of life. 11 can be truly said
that this sense of insceurily oflen directly has caused
WATS:

A momenls lhought on your part will bring 1o
mibcl a great number of possibilitics O course. there
are many millions of yvour countrymen who have a
mare normal relationstip. They ey, in their own way.
to adapt their life so that it will not entail 100 many of
the superlluities. They also try to develop the spirit
ual nature within themselves. However, here again is
the lack of construclive knowledge coupled with the
inescapable pattern of your civilization: thus, they
also have become slaves.

Il ean also be said that the femnale of vour species
appears to be more cunning than the male. [t1s
usually the male who breaks himsell down on Lhis
treadmill, years before his natural conclusion. He has
contrived a vast array of chemical subslances and
adornments whereby the female decorates her per-
son 1o further superimpose the false aura of glamouar
which is strongly attached ta the sex instinet. And
here again is a strange paradox. The males are cor-
tinually ereating new conveniences for thelr females
while they, in turn, find more ledsure thme to devale
to their persons. Their homes are an arrav of mech-
anical. clecirical and chemical conveniences, And so
with the ever-increasing exploilation and creation
pracliced by the male. he finds himsell led Dorilier
and Nuther away from a true course in Lfe, e has
even invenled a great syster of laws and enforcemenl
agencies which are designed primarily 1o circumvend

his fellowmen Irom doing things which would be
mare clever than his.

S0 he has thus created a comparatively large
group of people who indulge in malpractice which is
considered criminal. In thls he has found ways to
circumyent the ather laws which have inspired his
criminal malpractice. You know of these things and
call them by such names as gambling, horse-racing,
sexnal prostitulion, various rackels which are somae-
mes interwoven with vour politics: In getilng into
these things, even | would get confused. I is small
wonder thal your world is in such a state of affairs.
[ will not attempt o go further into this all-import-
ant factor or lnstinet of self-preservation. However, |
would like Lo touch more directly upon the instinet of
SEX.

Here again animals and insects often express a
more normal relationship than man: while it is said
that man has a higher degree of intelligence. vel
he seems completely ignorant of the more advanced
psyehic relationships of sex. He may know of the
hiological and some of the psychological aspects bul
seldom, It ever, does he connect himself with his
Ay life relationships in past reincarnations. Thas
In his seeking a mate. he usually lollows the saimce
pattorn whichis exhibited by the lower arcders af
animals. He or she will move around in their partic-
ular sociery until they meet one af the opposite gender
who scems Lo stimulale Lheir physical reselions more
than anyone heretofors previously encountered. This
seoms Lo be the motivating faclor in marriage. The
very high divorce rate which.in some seclions is
almost ane Lo one, shows how Tallacious this reac-
tionary and illogical type ol marriage can be.

There ave, of course, many other factors which may
enter inta sueh divoree actions, The whole of your civ-



ilization is quite condueive to all tvpes of abuormnal
separations. Thewv are all lumped logether and Loundd
in the false supersiructure which hasg been crected in
liew of a more basie spivitual coneepl, Very often two
people who marry may have formerly been mather
and son, or father and daughter. or they may have
been any one of 4 number of combinations of such
farmily relationships: or they may even marry from a
psyvchic sense of guilt that they have wranged the
pihor in seme previous Hife

To reflect a moment’s thaught into the possibilities
ol these faclors yvou will begin Lo see how little the
earthman knows ol himself: likewise. vou mothers
who bear children, The child whe ¢ :
worh 15 not created by vou. You only grow the bodv.
He has found through vou. the doorway back into the

world which may have been his home for many life-
times. He has been attracted to vou in mosl cases be-
cause of ceriain harmonic frequency selationstips.
To those who have knowledge of deneties and be-
lieve that a child's propensilies are contained inthea
chromoesomalic strociure al the time of his concep-
tion, may 1 say that this may be partially or even
whaolly true as far as the physical boddy is concerned.

A child may borrow the dark eves and brown hair of

the mather or any of the innumerable configurations

Liloe-
wise are all the lields of the entertaimment world el
fered up with these anlosugdeslive sex malpraciices.
[tis a commaon sighl in many of your large cities (o
sec a church alongside a rooming house which (s
devoled to sex perversion, D] can quote one of your
earth adages. you are“nelther flsh nor lowl™ While
voul ery for spirituality and o release from vour Tears
ancl frostrations, vel vou foster and nourlsh praclces
which are open violations. ol such a nature that (hey
would obstruct any spiritual help which might be
poured into yourr cartlh L.

We hiere in the Spiritual Realms would Hkoe o litle
more cooperation. Be sincere when vou pray o God
and do not defest the porpose of your pravers by in-
dulsing voursell in 1he ne@dive malerialistic peever-

sions of which yvour world is full. This problem of scx
and moral issues which are so closely related in vour
everyday lile. will also be solved in a gradual manner
inafure day when you bogin Lo recognize more
fullv the latent unespressed clairvoyant gqualilics
which are a parl of every individual's concepl. You
will also begin to develop a hew science of therapy
which will more fully ulilize these elairvovanl gifls of
rore highly advanced souls.

Crverhead in the eeiling you will:nodice (hat there
are three large dises of crvsial whicl are shaped

somewhal like curved lenses, One is a deep blue,
another is red like a ruby and the third is a gold-
en vellow. They will project a mualti-colorad bheam or
malrix of energy into the arca just in front of the
reflecting crystal mirrors. There are alse, out o front,
about lwenly feel away, a semi-cirele of seven low
ralsed fooistools which are used to kneel on. Thro-
ughout the room, there is a beautifinl intense radia-
tionl. The floor is also covered with something which
could be called a carpet but is actually a soft thick
sheet of radiantl energy, something like Lthe more
fammiliar ectoplasi. except that i too. is a bright gold-
cen eolor, In the rear ol this room are a number of
benches which are sometlmes partially filled by those
who are closely associated with those who pariicipate
i this emergence.

The mechanics of seeing on vour physical plane,
are something like this: your eye focuses through ihe
lens. the various light frequencies which are reflected
by tiny light-sensitive cells mounted on the apexes of
liny rods and cones which cover the screen or retina
‘atb the rear ol the eyeball, The light-freqguency impuls-
es are received into ihe brain at the rate of about 20
per second.
